INTERMEDIATE : Team is comprised primarily of experienced ratiomal level players, with the
remainder of the team having Varsity or JV High &hCompetitive Midget or Junior C experience
players. No Junior A, Professional or College Bimm | players will be allowed.



NOVICE: Team is comprised of beginner level playersis Pptayer began playing the game as an
adult, and has 1-5 years of playing experienceamiemay also be co-ed.

WOMEN'S OPEN: Team is comprised of any skill level women'sypla.

Tournament Director has the final say on whichglom each team will play in.

At least 4 teams must enter in order for that divizo be competed during the tournament. If &ore
teams enter a division, the Tournament Director sy the division into multiple sub-divisions 4fto
6 teams each.

ELIGIBILITY:
